Kick YouTube - Here's how it works:


When someone sends you the url for a youtube video or when you find a youtube video that you want to use, simply replace the www. portion of the url with the word kick. It'll look something like this:�		Original: http://www.youtube.com/watch?=...etc etc�		New: http://kickyoutube.com/watch?=...etc etc


In a couple of moments you're taken to the new site that has the video showing, and a new menu bar appears above it that contains the names of common file extensions, from mp4 to avi and more. Click the file type you want, then click GO. The word GO changes to the word DOWN. When it does, right-click the word DOWN and choose Save target as…


You get a nice clean downloaded copy that you can show to your students.


You may have to do this at home because downloading may be blocked at school.





Jam Studio - you or your students can create music to be used in presentations; you have to register, but it is free.
